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1.5: CONSTRUCTIONS PERMITTED WITHIN THE SETBACK AREA

affecting the required driveway around the building as prescribed below.
a) Pump room;
b) Generator with outdoor acoustic enclosure (Within permissible noise level) and the
height of the exhaust pipe should be 3m above the neighbouring building adjacent
to the generator or as prescribed by the competent authority;

¢) Watchman’s cubicle not more than 3.0m2 and fore control room (Maximum 4m x
4m) (no setback from the boundary);

d) Sump tanks below the ground level;

¢) Sewage Treatment Plant below and above ground level;

f) Solid waste drying yard / organic waste converter.

Transformer / power substation {(no setback from the boundary is required if
permissible under the rules of competent authority) and other services; - '

h) Any other ancillary utility services provided for the building;

* One car parking of 2.5m x 5.5m each shall be provided for every 50 sq.m of floor
area.
